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Introductory note

This introductory note does not form a part of the licence

This licence permits the holder to operate a Household, Commercial and Industrial Waste Transter
Station with waste treatrment at the specified location. The inputs are limited to non-hazardous and inert
wastes and co not include hazardous wastes such as asbestos. Wastes of similar types will be
transferred into larger containers and sent to other waste facilities for further treatment, recovery or
disposal. Wastes can be bulked up for disposal or recovery eisewhere and also can be treated by
sorting, separation, screening, baling, shredding, crushing and compaction of waste. This licence does
not permit the buming of any wastes, either in the open, inside buifdings or in any form of incinerator.

This is a fixed-bespoke licence that can be issued provided that the following criteria are met. The same
conditions are applied to each licerice holder carrying out this activity.

a. The quantity of waste that can be accepted onto the site is less than 200,000 tonnes per annum.
b. All bulking, transfer or treatment of non-hazardous waste must be carried out inside a building.

€. Non-hazardous wastes must be stored on an impermeable surface with sealed drainage.

d. Inert westes must be stored on hard standing or on an impermeable surface with sealed drainage,

&. The only discharges to controlled waters are surface water from the roofs of buildings and from
areas of the site not used for the storage of wastes.

f.  The location is not within 500m of a European site (protected habitat).

Thig licence does not allow any emission into surface waters or groundwater. However:
» Liquids may be discharged into a sewer subject to a consent issued by the sewerage undertaker.
+ Liguids may he tankered off-site for déspo'sa[ or recovery.

Clean surface water from roofs, or from areas of the site that are not being used in connection with the
storage and treatment of waste, may be discharged directly to surface waters, or to groundwater by
percolation through the soil via a soakaway

Operational requirements specified in regulations

Odour

the site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Agency, unless the licence holder has used
appropriate measures tc prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise, the adour.

Noise

Emissions from the activities shall be free from noise at levels likely to cause annoyance outside
the site, as perceived by an authorised officer of the Agency, unless the licence holder has used
appropriate measures to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise, the noise,

Pests

Scavenging animals, scavenging birds and other pests shall not cause pollution. The licence
holder shall not be taken to have breached this condition if appropriate measures have been
taken to prevent or where that is not practicable, to minimise, such poliution,

(b) cessation of operation of all or part of the activities for a period likely to exceed 3 months;
